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distributed generation, to ensure that propane is adequately considered when new 
energy policies are drafted. This makes it essential for the propane industry to 
understand the relevant issues and policy options, know the critical stakeholders and 
their positions, and be seen as an important stakeholder and resource by the 
organizations and agencies drafting new policies and regulations. 
 
The following point must be conveyed to and considered by policymakers and 
stakeholders of upcoming policies and regulations:  
 

Propane is a reliable domestic source of energy that offers a number of advantages 
over many other fuels, including low emissions, ease of use, and a reputation for 
reliability and safety. As a result, propane needs to be recognized as a beneficial and 
environmentally friendly fuel when developing new energy and environmental 
policies and regulations.
